Letters of Recommendation

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Get Ready For College

As seniors receive their acceptance letters from four year colleges
and universities, they need to remember that additional deadlines
must be met.

Letter of Intent

Check your acceptance letter carefully and be sure to submit your
Letter of Intent by the designated deadline. This is usually (but
not always) May 1.

College Placement Testing

Seniors planning on enrolling at a California State University for
Fall 2009 should register for the English Placement Test (EPT) or
Entry Level Mathematics (ELM) exam at San Francisco State
University. www.sfsu.edu/~testing Fee: $18 per exam.

Students may be exempt from the English placement testing if:
e  SAT Critical Reading score is 550 or higher

e ACT English Test score is 24 or higher
e AP English Language score is 3, 4, 5

e EAP score indicates “Ready for CSU college-level Eng-
lish” (check STAR report)

Students may be exempt from the Math placement testing if:

e SAT Math score is 550 or higher
e ACT Math score is 23 or higher

e EAP score indicates “Ready for CSU college-level mathe-
matics courses” (check STAR report)

Seniors planning on attending a University of California campus
will be notified in April if the Analytical Writing Placement
Exam is required. www.ucop.edu/sas/awpe

Students may be exempt from the Analytical Writing Placement
Exam if:

e  SAT Writing score is 680 or higher

e ACT Combined English/Writing test score is 30 or higher
e AP English Language score is 3, 4, 5

Final Transcripts

Final transcripts will be sent to the college indicated on the
Senior Check-out form by July 15th.

College Housing

Parents and students of seniors planning on living in college dor-
mitories should check with the college housing office for impor-
tant housing deadlines.

Community College Applications

New UC Admission Information for the
Class of 2012

There have been some important changes to the admission proc-
ess for the University of California for the freshmen class of
2012. Those changes are:

SAT Subject tests will no longer be required
11 of the 15 entrance requirements must be completed
by the end of the junior year

e  The share of students who are guaranteed admission to
the UC system based on their school rank increases from
4% to 9%

e 9% statewide of high school graduates vs. 12.5% will
receive an admission guarantee

e Together the above two categories will admit approxi-
mately 10% of the state’s high school graduates.
